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What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
In the first couple of days after children are sent home, they can continue to access online learning through Times Tables Rockstars, NumBots and Spelling Shed.  Children should read their book to an adult, and also be read to – for age appropriate periods of time. For the younger children, this could be periods of 10 minutes several times per day; for older children it may be 20-30 minutes at a time. 

Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
· We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. However, we need to make some adaptations in some subjects.

How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:
	Key Stage 1
	Three hours per day

	Key Stage 2
	Four hours per day



Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
Our key platform is Seesaw, and this is supplemented by Times Tables Rockstars and Numbots. 

If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:
Parents can contact school on 01946 599765 to request the loan of a device from school.   

Alongside our online provision, we provide print materials, which are dropped off periodically (usually around fortnightly).  We can arrange for the previous set of  materials to be picked up at the next drop-off.


How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
· recorded teaching (including videos made by our teachers, and videos from other providers)
· printed home learning packs produced by our staff 
· textbooks and reading books pupils have at home
· commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences
· long-term project work and/or internet research activities. These will normally only be used as extension activities

Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
School staff will normally respond to any completed work within 24 hours of it being posted on Seesaw.  This response will most often be a short comment, sometimes including a pointer for improvement, or corrections highlighted. Exceptions to this include
· Where staff are teaching in school responses may take longer than 24 hours
· The weekend. Staff are not expected to respond within 24 hours to activities posted outside of their normal work week 

Staff will schedule tasks daily using Seesaw.  The tasks for each day should, wherever possible, be completed in full on that day.  However, we understand that this may not be possible for some families, and in this instance they should be completed as soon as they can be. 

Parents can expect children in Years 1 and 2 to spend around three hours learning per day; this increases to four hours for Years 3, 4, 5 and 6. Children in Reception and Nursery will also have daily activities set, but there is no set time that these are expected to take. 

 

How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
Teaching staff will check children’s engagement with Seesaw daily. 
The head teacher also monitors children’s engagement, and discusses this weekly with teaching staff.
If there are concerns, teachers will contact parents via email or by phone in the first instance.  Our initial contact will be to establish whether there is a particular difficulty or misunderstand we can help with.  Further contact will be made if there is no – or little – improvement. Again, the emphasis will be on how school can help, and we will discuss any barriers that may be getting in the way of a child learning.  We will work with parents to identify solutions, and to put them in place. 
In cases where staff cannot contact parents via email or phone, they may arrange to carry out a home visit.

How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:
· Most of the activities submitted via Seesaw by individual children will be reviewed/liked/commented upon by teaching staff
· There may be occasions where whole-class, or whole-group feedback is offered
· We trust our teaching staff to make professional judgements about the optimal frequency, details and type of feedback that will help children to make progress in their learning

Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:
· Additional support is available where children have SEND, including 1-to-1 online sessions and print materials.  While we make an initial assessment of which families we feel may benefit from this, parents and carers can contact school to discuss their particular needs if they feel we aren’t meeting them. 

Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
Wherever possible, we will provide activities that will closely match what we are doing in school. This will include, for example, White Rose Maths or Read Write Inc Phonics or Spelling activities. 
Tasks that are more open-ended may be provided for some subjects, although teachers will link these into what is being delivered in the classroom wherever possible.
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
