	Our intent is that all pupils, irrespective of their background or the challenges they face, make good progress and achieve their potential across all subject areas. The focus of our pupil premium strategy is to support disadvantaged pupils to achieve that goal, including progress for those who are already high attainers. We will consider the challenges faced by vulnerable pupils, such as those who require external support from a range of agencies and professionals. 
The outline we have in this statement is also intended to support needs, regardless of disadvantaged or not. High-quality teaching is at the centre of our curriculum, with a focus on areas in which disadvantaged pupils require the most support. This is proven to have the greatest impact on closing the disadvantage attainment gap and at the same time will benefit the non-disadvantaged pupils in our school. 
Implicit in the intended outcomes detailed below, is the intention that non-disadvantaged pupils’ attainment will be sustained and improved alongside progress for their disadvantaged peers. Our strategy is also integral to wider school plans for education recovery, notably in its targeted support and use of wider support. Our approach will be responsive to common challenges and individual needs, rooted in robust diagnostic assessment, not assumptions about the impact of disadvantage. The approaches we have adopted complement each other to help pupils excel. 
To ensure they are effective we will: 
 ensure disadvantaged pupils are challenged in the work that they’re set 
 act early to intervene at the point need is identified 
 use small steps in progress documents to ensure we can monitor progress made for those who are working towards their year group objectives or below
 adopt a whole-school approach in which all staff take responsibility for disadvantaged pupils’ outcomes and raise expectations of what they can achieve



Challenges
This details the key challenges to achievement that we have identified among our disadvantaged pupils.
	Challenge number
	Detail of challenge 

	1
	Assessments, observations, and discussions indicate underdeveloped oral language skills and vocabulary gaps among many disadvantaged pupils upon entry to the school. This is evident from Nursery through to KS2 and in general is more prevalent among our disadvantaged pupils than their peers.

	2
	Our assessments and observations indicate that school closures have impacted children unevenly across school; some families have had more capacity to support their children than others. The data suggests that these children require additional help to reach their potential. 

	3
	During school closures the ability to teach, edit and extend writing was limited. This has resulted in significant knowledge gaps leading to pupils falling further behind age-related expectations, especially in writing across the key stages.

	4
	The attendance of pupils in receipt of pupil premium is below that of peers and a greater proportion are classed as persistent absentees.
