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Moresby Primary School

Accessibility Plan 2022-2025


1. Introduction
The purpose of this plan is to show how Moresby Primary School intends to increase the accessibility of our school for pupils with disabilities.  Moresby Primary School is committed to providing an environment that enables full curriculum access that values and includes all pupils, staff, parents and visitors regardless of their education, physical, sensory, social, spiritual, emotional and cultural needs. 

2. Definition of disability
According to the Equality Act 2010, a person has a disability if:
(a) They have a physical or mental impairment
(b) The impairment has a substantial and long-term adverse effect on their ability to carry out normal day-to-day activities. 

3. Legal Background
Under the Equality Act 2010, all schools must have an Accessibility Plan. The Equality Act 2010 replaced all existing equality legislation including the DDA.  The effect of the laws is the same as in the past, meaning that “schools cannot lawfully discriminate against pupils because of sex, race, disability, religion or belief and sexual orientation”. 

This plan has been drawn up in conjunction with pupils, parents, staff and governors.  It sets out the proposals of the governing body of our school to increase access to education for pupils with disabilities in the three areas required by the planning duties in the DDA:
(a) Increasing the extent to which disabled pupils can participate in the school curriculum, which includes teaching and learning and participation in after school clubs, leisure and cultural activities or school visits
(b) Improving the environment of the school to increase the extent to which disabled pupils can take advantage of education and associated services
(c) Improving the delivery of information to pupils with disabilities


4. Plan Availability
The school makes paper copies available through the office. 

5. Review and Evaluation
It is a requirement that our accessibility plan is resourced, implemented, reviewed as necessary and reported on annually.  Below is a set of actions showing how Moresby Primary School will address the priorities identified in the plan.  The plan is valid for three years – 2021-2024. It is reviewed annually. 

6. Aims and Objectives
Our aims are to:
- Increase access to the curriculum for pupils with a disability
- Improve and maintain access to the physical environment
- Improve the delivery of written information to pupils

	For children in Years 3 to 6, the reading comprehension curriculum will be made more accessible for children with a disability by working in streamed groups; the level of reading material will be aimed squarely at the ability of each child

	
	
	Implement Talk4Writing
	Fiction writing training has been delivered to, and implemented by, all classroom staff. Non-fiction is partially delivered, but this has been interrupted by the Covid pandemic.

	
	
	Continue to implement CPA in maths
	CPA teaching has become more of a regular feature of teaching in school, and in-house training will be delivered during 22-23.   

	
	
	Implement Times Table Rockstars and Spelling Bee
	TTR is in place, and well embedded across Y2 to Y6.  Spelling Bee is used by C3, but not the other classes.  Alternative steps have been taken with regard to spelling, including the implementation of the RWI spelling scheme

	Improve and maintain access to the physical environment
	Specific children have equipment, seating arrangements and support in class. 
Arrangements for transition to new classes are reviewed and improved annually
	Make foundation stage style-teaching available to some Year 1 children
	This was achieved during the 2019-20 year for four Y1 children, and then for all of Y1 in 2020-21.  The 20-21 arrangements for Y1 were part of our response to lost learning time for YR children.
September 2022 will see Y1 have access to the EYFS for Monday afternoons during the autumn term, while Y2 access forest school activities. 

	
	We have moved some of our storage from the first floor to the ground floor so books and other resources are closer to the classrooms
