Reminder - products containing nuts

| wrote to parents at the start of the school
year to ask for help in keeping our children
with severe nut allergies safe.

This means that, between all of us, we do
what we can to ensure that we minimise
the chance of these children coming into
contact with nuts in school.

Please do not send your child into school
with a product that is labelled “contains
nuts”, "*may contain nuts” or that has nuts
listed in the ingredients.

This includes cakes sent in for birthdays -
and the last thing we want to do is tell a
child that we can't open what they've
brought in to share.

Changes to snack provision
We are also looking to make changes to
our in-school snack provision for Classes 2, 3
and 4 from Monday next week (22nd
September). Snack will still be available
daily, but there will be a reduction in the
number of days where “treat” options are
offered, and an increase in fruit and dairy-
based options such as yoghurt drinks.

We will ensure that none of our snacks
contain nuts, in line with the message
above. These changes will also help us to
meet our duty of helping the children have
a broad, balanced diet that includes plenty
of healthy choices.
