New attendance framework

As the national framework around school

aftendance changed over the summer,

Cumberland Council has issued a new School

Aftendance Handbook for the start of the new

school year.

I've been working through it, and wanted to share

some of the key points it presents:

. Everyone involved in a child’'s education -
starting with their family and the school -
expected to support that child's good
attendance
Schools can open an Attendance Case File
at any point if additional support is needed
to help ensure good attendance
The legal framework around responding to
families where attendance is a concern has
been strengthened significantly
This framework includes the response to
taking term-time holidays; there are now
new rules around the letters we need to
send back to you, which make clear what
happens if a family asks for a fterm-fime
holiday

Essentially, the new rules make it more likely that
Penalty Notices - accompanied by fines - will be
issued when term-time holidays are taken; the
amount has also been increased.
Whilst on the subject of attendance, | appreciate
that the timings for hospital and doctors’
appointments are usually inflexible, but | would ask
that parents make dental appointments outside of
school hours. | understand that this won't always be
possible, but it'd be a positive step if we could
reduce the number occurring during the day.

in and we understand how it is operating locally.
